Dogs from abroad must have a PET PASSPORT with valid vaccinations.

Protest

A protest against any decision made by the judge is not admissible. A protest
can be submitted for formal reasons such as violation of show regulation provi-
sions and proposition provisions. The protest must be submitted in write form,
against a deposit of 16 Euro, during the course of the show. If the protest is
found to be unjustified, this deposit will be forfeited to the organizer of the show.

General provision

The show is held under the FCI and SKJ show regulations. Only dogs regis-
tered with the stud books recognized by the FCI can enter the show.

Imported dogs of Slovak owners must be registered with the SKJ stud books.
Applications lacking any necessary document (a copy of the International work-
ing certificate for the working class, a copy of the Championship certificate for
the champion class and a copy of a title awarding for the honorary class) will be
automatically entered into the open class without notifying owners. A copy of
the pedigree must be enclosed to each application. In case of a wrong class
on the entry form, the dog will be automatically entered in the correct class ac-
cording to his age, any dog older than 15 months will in this case be entered in
the open class. Documents received after the second entry closure will not be
accepted. Fill in a separate form for each dog. Organizer cannot take the re-
sponsibility for the undelivered applications even if they were sent by registered
mail. The exhibitor commits to pay the exhibition fees even when he/she will not
take part at the show. The organizer may refuse to accept the application with-
out stating the reason. The organizer cannot be held responsible for damages
caused by/to a dog. The owner is responsible for any damages caused by the
dog.

The list of admitted dogs will be published prior to show on the Club website, all
the owners will be informed by email. Selling puppies at the exhibition grounds
is strictly forbidden.
