Veterinary conditions

Each dog has to have the Veterinary Health Certificate and has to be vaccinated against rabies, distemper, parvovirosis and infectious hepatitis at least 21 days and at most 1 year before the competition. Foreign dogs need to have a PET PASSPORT.
Protests
Protest against judging results is not permitted. Protest from formal reasons will be accepted after paying a deposit of 20 € in written form lodged with the main show office till the end of judging in rings. Deposit will not be returned in the case the protest is not sustained.
General regulations
All dogs and bitches from the breeds listed in KTP (Tibetan Breeds Club) and KCHMPP (Club of low-numbered dog breeds) are allowed to compete. Dog owner does not have to be member of mentioned clubs. Every dog must be registered in stud book accepted by FCI. 
Accepted entries will be confirmed 10 days before the show in writing. The handler – dog owner is fully responsible for all damages caused by his/her dog. Show organizer is not responsible for either damage caused by dog or its owner or damages caused by the death or lost of the dog on competition area. 
Free walking dogs are not allowed in whole competition area. Every dog must be on a lead with a collar for the duration of the show, except when competing in a ring. Biting dogs must wear muzzle. 
Exhibitors are allowed to publish their advertisement of breeding station or stallion dogs in show catalogue. Fee is 7 € for the whole page, 3.5 € for a half of page. Send the text of the advert before entry close to the address of the show organizer. Used materials will be not returned. 

Judges
Only one judge is judging in every ring, allowed to exclude dog when entering the ring in delay. Judge will act under rules of FCI. Show merits will be recorded into the pedigree in the particular ring, which is not compulsory.
